Overview

As the families arrive they will check in (optional), make name tags, and enjoy a snack. The session
begins with a brief introduction to the program and then the story Country Bear’s Good Neighbor
by Larry Dane Brimner.

Objectives

During Family Time parents and children will:

Presentation and Leader’s Notes

Welcome Back Time: 10 minutes

Welcome parents and children back to the program. Remind them of
your name and of the other program assistant(s).

Ask the group if they would like to share any key experiences with
money they had since the first lesson.

(Allow time for several responses.)

Ask the parents to introduce themselves and their children.

Story Time: 15 minutes

Read the story Country Bear’s Good Neighbor by Larry Dane Brimner.

After the story’s conclusion, ask one or two children to share what they
thought about the story.
